Friends of the Botanic Gardens (Friends) are a membership-based organisation whose mission is to encourage the 
use and enjoyment of the Royal Botanic Gardens and Domain Trust (Trust) estates as outstanding places for 
horticulture, science, recreation, culture and education. Friends organises regular activities and events for our 
members to connect them and the community to our Gardens and to raise money to support the Trust for projects that 
otherwise might not be possible. 

Friends do much to help the Gardens remain at the forefront of scientific research, important centres for education and 
places of outstanding natural beauty. 

At the three estates Friends engage the community through diverse activities including talks, tours, plant sales, social 
events and major exhibitions.  

Additionally, with only approximately 60% of funding for the ongoing costs of the Trust provided by Government, the 
Friends plays an important role in raising additional funds to support its work.  

Thanks to the generosity of members (with 100% of their donations going directly to the Trust) and the monies raised 
through the many activities, events and fundraising initiatives, Friends have donated over $4 million to the Trust since 
its beginning. 

Message from the President and Executive Officer 

Welcome to the new look Annual Report for the Friends of the Botanic Gardens. 
We hope that as a member of our organisation, you will have an opportunity to 
review the report and read about some of the many achievements of the 
Friends in 2010/11.  

Throughout the year Friends continued its financial and practical support of the 
Royal Botanic Gardens and Domain Trust by donating close to $370,000, with a 
further $660,000 committed for the future, together with many hours contributed 
by volunteers. There were nearly 300 dedicated volunteers fulfilling 400 roles 
working with Friends for the benefit of the Trust. 

However, Friends would not have been able to make these considerable 
contributions without the ongoing support the Trust has provided to Friends. To 
facilitate the work of Friends, the Trust has provided the use of Cottages 5 and 
6 for our offices, inclusion in the Trust IT network, support in the use of venues, 
horticultural assistance to the Growing Friends and the opportunity for staff and 
volunteers to work alongside the staff of the Trust at many community events 
within the Gardens. 

We would also like to acknowledge the horticulturists who support the special 
member benefit of being a Helping Hand, as well as those members that take 
advantage of this benefit to come in on early mornings, rain or sun, to 
experience work in the Royal Botanic Garden, Sydney, thereby supporting the 
horticulturists. 

This year brought some change to the Friends office with Debbie Mills taking 
over from Annie Sutherland in the role of Executive Officer. Together with the 
new Executive Officer, the Friends Committee began to focus attention on the 
issues at hand: the growth of membership, the development and growth of the 
Friends business and the extremely important focus on our direct contributions 
to the Trust, including our fundraising commitment for the 2016 Bicentenary 
campaign.  

An action plan has been developed to address these issues and the Friends 
staff and volunteers have been busy implementing new initiatives, whilst 
continuing to focus on providing a valuable benefits package to our members, 
which includes interesting events for you to participate in as well as growing our 
support for the Trust. You can read more about this in the ‘Year in Review’ 
section of the Annual Report. 

Our members continue to be the driving force behind the Friends. It is your 
support, financially as a member, by making donations, by attending activities, 
going on a tour or purchasing at an Exhibition, as well as volunteering that 
enables Friends to continue to make the contribution it does for the Gardens.

Financial contributions to the Royal Botanic Garden s and Domain Trust 2010/11 

Through the generosity of our members, Friends have continued our financial support in 2010/11 by donating close to 
$370,000 to the Trust (see table below). This has been distributed across a number of diverse projects that support the 
work of the Trust including: 

·  Scholarships to enable Trust staff to learn about best practices in botanic gardens and botanic research elsewhere 
in Australia and overseas. These scholarships enhance the knowledge and experience of staff and enable 
learnings to be brought back to our Gardens. 

·  The Connections Garden at the Australian Botanic Garden, Mount Annan to ensure the maintenance and 
development of this picturesque garden.  

·  The Bicentenary Plant Diversity Program which enabled the collection of plants and seeds for scientific research 
and conservation. Collecting trips have been conducted in NSW, interstate and also overseas.  

·  A glass house air conditioner in the Royal Botanic Garden, Sydney to provide new temperature environments. This 
enables propagation of an expanded selection of plants which require different growing conditions to those 
previously available. 

·  Science internships which offer undergraduates and recent graduates an opportunity to work directly with the Trust 
staff on a variety of programs during an intensive training course. This popular (and competitive) program provides 
the students with invaluable career experience and paves the way for our next generation of scientists.

PlantBank is a world class science, education and conservation facility to be built at the 
Australian Botanic Garden, Mount Annan. A generous response from our membership resulted in close to $120,000 
being donated by 30 June 2011. In addition to PlantBank there are a number of other financial commitments (over

There was also a focus on our communication with members. During 2010/11 the seasonal magazine ‘The Gardens’  
developed under the guidance of the magazine editor and designer whilst continuing to provide news, informative 
articles and interesting reading for members. The monthly e-newsletter has grown to an audience beyond that of 
Friends members, thereby taking the news of the Gardens, the activities and the great benefits that Friends members 
obtain to a wider audience.   

At the end of the financial year there were 3,979 memberships with 6,010 individual members, including 131 Waratah 
members.  

Support for the Royal Botanic Gardens and Domain Tr ust 
The financial support, as well as the volunteer commitment to the Trust, is discussed in other sections of the Annual 
Report. In addition to these tangible forms of support the Friends also took the opportunity to revisit its visual link to the 
Gardens. 

With the Trust launching its new look, Friends updated our own branding to ensure consistency with the Trust as well 
as to represent our close relationship. Friends retained a visual link with the Trust, by identifying Friends as a part of 
the new tree – literally a branch complete with leaves and colour representation from each of the estates. 

People 
There were a few staff changes this year with staff members taking on new priorities to assist in achieving our 
objectives for Friends. Nicky Hammond commenced as our full time Fundraising Manager. Janine Smith returned to 
the Marketing Manager role to focus on the spreading of the Friends news to a wider audience including publicity and 
Cassandra King took on an expanded role of looking after membership promotion. 

Business of the Friends 
In a spectacular year of exhibitions Friends held ‘From Garden to Table’, a still life exhibition by Charlotte Thodey and 
her students, the Kauri Project which turned the destruction of the Pacific Kauri by the flying foxes into an amazing 
array of stunning craftsmanship from many woodworkers, followed by the 10th anniversary of ‘Artisans in the Gardens’ 
and the exhibition of the inaugural ‘Gardens in Focus’, photography competition. A special thank you to the curators of 
these exhibitions, Robyn McIntosh, Leon Sadubin, Peta Rattray and Pam Milthorpe, respectively, and their teams for 
their significant contribution to the success of these events. Also to Liz Dent for her efforts in volunteer co-ordination. 

The exhibitions were within a full calendar of interesting events, including the new Plant Hunters and Collectors talks 
day, day trips, art master classes and basketry workshops. There were also successful and enjoyable tours to 
Argentina and Peru, Norfolk Island, India and the East Coast of the USA. 

Thanks to the generosity of members and the staff of the Trust, Friends accumulated a huge selection of interesting 
books for the second hand book sale. Excess books were donated for the use of Community Greening. 

In addition to regular plant sales, special plant sales were held at the Royal Botanic Garden Sydney, the Australian 
Botanic Garden, Mount Annan and at the Collectors’ Plant Fair at Bilpin. Together with membership promotion staff 
and volunteers, we were also present at the Jack Johnson concert in the Domain. 

Growing Friends also donated plants for use by the Royal Botanic Gardens Foundation.

The year of activities could not have been achieved without the significant contribution of our volunteers. Friends 
acknowledge and appreciate the contribution of their valuable time, as well as special talents, skills and enthusiasm. It 
was through their dedication that Friends operated effectively through the year. 

Friends staff were supported by 22 office volunteers undertaking the efficient administration of Friends business. There 
were 64 Information Booth volunteers who provided helpful advice to garden visitors 6 days per week at the 
Woolloomooloo Gate in the Royal Botanic Garden, Sydney.  

The Growing Friends’ teams, 77 volunteers in total, across the three gardens continued their work propagating and 
selling plants.
