During the year Alexandra Macaulay tendered her resignation and her position remained unfilled.

A REVIEW OF THE YEAR
There were three notable achievements for the Friends over the reporting period.  

The first was the decision by the Friends committee to withhold a minimal amount of funds to invest in the organisation itself.  An amount was allocated to cover the cost of taking possession (and the inherent renovation requirements) of Cottage 5, next door to our current office space.  Our thanks go to the Botanic Gardens Trust for so readily agreeing to this.
Taking possession of Cottage 5 was an exciting moment.  We have undertaken minor renovations that have seen the two cottages joined by way of internal openings both upstairs and down.  This has doubled the space for the Friends and allows for a Members Room with bathroom facilities, new dedicated kitchen facilities for use by the Sydney Volunteers Catering group, a much larger meeting room which can also be used for lectures & classes, and an extra office.  At the time of writing, renovation work is almost complete with an official opening scheduled for 13 December, 2006.
The second achievement of the organisation was undertaking a strategic planning workshop.  Held late in the reporting period, the aim of the workshop was to objectively look at the organisation and then put in place a set of achievable, but measurable goals that could take the organisation forward over the next ten years.  Our thanks go to the people who contributed to this process.  A strategic plan has been prepared, endorsed by the general committee and is currently being implemented.  Copies of this are available from the office.

The third achievement was to invest more time and strategic thought into how the organisation could best assist the future growth of one of our key financial operations; namely the Growing Friends.  Again, held late in the financial reporting period, we have employed the services of an external consultant to assist with putting into place a business plan that will take the group forward and hopefully substantially increase revenue from this important operation for the Friends.  Again our thanks are extended to the Growing Friends team and those other volunteers who have worked hard to ensure that our Growing Friends operation continues to build.
In addition to this, $28,772 was allocated for the extension of the Sydney Growing Friends Nursery area.  This has resulted in a larger shade area, a larger covered potting area and a dedicated sales area.  
The Friends continues to explore member benefit opportunities where possible and have increased the number of special offers sent via email to our members.  A number of members have expressed their approval of this method of communicating a benefit.  Helping Hands has continued successfully.  As a privilege of membership, members are able to join a team of volunteers assisting with horticultural work within the Royal Botanic Gardens, Sydney.  This is a rare opportunity to work alongside some of the Horticultural staff.

The Friends continue to employ Sandy Symons to edit our magazine, The Garden.  A dedicated group of volunteers assist us with providing advice on editorial issues.  Graphic design is undertaken by One Plus One Design Pty Ltd.
Beth Stokes continues to be employed as a part-time Publicity co-ordinator and chair of our Activities committee. 
 Staff members, Annie Sutherland. Executive Officer, together with Deborah Green, Marion Kearns, Jan Burton and Merilyn House were assisted throughout the year by many volunteers.  

MEMBERSHIP

This year closed with 4,351 memberships (4,602) comprising club/association, household, individual, concession, student, sustained, life and Waratah members.  A decrease to the overall membership numbers of the prior year.

FRIENDS’ VOLUNTEERS

Sub Committees
Mount Annan Botanic Garden Sub-committee, convenor Beth Michie continued organising events both at Mount Annan and by way of visiting offsite venues.  Mount Tomah Botanic Garden Sub-committee, convenor Peter Ayres, also continued throughout the year organising many events and activities both at Mount Tomah and other offsite venues.  The Mount Tomah subcommittee continues to have low participation rates at some of the activities and needs extra volunteer support to continue as a viable group.  Both these sub-committees organise events and support them with catering, leading and supervising the activity.
During the last Financial Year the number of Friends Volunteers was in excess of  220 ,.  Over 18,000 hours of volunteer work were recorded in the year.  Volunteer activities were enthusiastically supported reflecting a satisfying and enjoyable experience for the growing number of people involved.  

While most of the volunteers are in Sydney, there are a number of active volunteers at Mount Annan and Mount Tomah Botanic Gardens. 

· Growing Friends – (Co-ordinator, Margaret Mahony with Team leaders Carol Griesser at Mount Annan and Peter Ayres at Mount Tomah) This team of specially trained volunteers propagate plants from cuttings and seeds in all three of the Botanic Gardens.  The sale of plants throughout the year generated $ 46,209 in revenue, and donations of potted plants were made to the following groups:

being a total of 1662 plants valued between $6,000 and $9,000.

The Sydney Growing Friends nursery behind cottage 5 finished the substantial renovation and reorganisation commenced the previous year. The Growing Friends members have continued to redesign the Plant Data Base, which is now able to produce plant display signs and reports showing inventory, sales, propagation records etc.  There continue to be 45 active Growing Friends groups at all three gardens.
· Catering Volunteers – (Co-ordinator, Lois Catchlove) prepared delicious homemade refreshments for fundraising activities and other functions.  Their skills make Friends functions memorable while the costs saved, greatly assisted fund raising.  The Sydney catering team were involved in a number of events for external groups and in so doing actually created income of $7,265.00 as well as generating $3,151.80 at Artisans 2005.
· Office Volunteers - the Friends’ office could not function without the assistance of a team of volunteers who give whole or half days each week.  This ensures a considerable reduction in staffing costs.  We continue to have volunteers assist with reception duties and packaging of merchandise, routine data entry and all our banking.

· Information Booth Volunteers – (Co-ordinators,  Ann Rasmussen and Sue Richards) continued to welcome visitors to the Royal Botanic Gardens at the Woolloomooloo Gate and offered assistance, directions, and information  They also encouraged Friends’ membership

· Exhibition Volunteers – (Co-ordinator, Liz Dent) worked extremely hard at the Artisans (Co-ordinator Jeni McDermott) exhibitions and sales.   This exhibition and sale is one of the four major fundraising events for the Friends.  Botanica was not held this financial year, but instead took place in July 2006.
· Membership – a team of volunteers has been looking at ways of increasing Friends’ membership and a number of people have worked hard throughout the year by being present at Growing Friends sales and Artisans, encouraging visitors to join.
· Speakers Bureau – (co-ordinator Libby Cameron) has grown this year.  More visits are being made to a wide range of organizations, including Probus clubs and Garden clubs.
· Watering. –Since summer 2003 a number of volunteers has been helping the Royal Botanic Gardens to water specified areas, a most necessary task.

· Tours - Australian and International tours with garden themes have continued to be organised by a sub-committee.  Jan Burton, staff member, co-ordinates this sub-committee and members Libby Cameron and Tim Jackson have led tours during the year.
· Publications - The publications sub-committee continues to provide editorial advice on each issue of our magazine.  
· Book sales - A devoted group of book lovers who catalogue and sell garden related books once a year ably led by Bruce Fergus, co-ordinator.  This year’s second hand book sale took place on the same weekend as the Autumn Plant sale in Sydney.
· Art Master Classes - organized by Robyn Macintosh for advanced students of botanic art continue, with support from a number of volunteers who cater and assist with set up.  These have all been held within the RBG.
· Works team - A small but most valuable team of volunteers who help set up and dismantle various functions and events at the RBG.

Volunteer Report 

Although we may seem to have a large number of Volunteers we are always in need of more people to help .Currently Catering and the Office are two areas that are in need of extra regular volunteers as well as the Mount Tomah sub-committee.

Our Volunteer activities in the RBG Sydney cover the following areas:

The Information Booth is manned for six days of the week by a team of 70 volunteers. Ann Rasmussen the coordinator always ensures that up to date information is on hand so that the volunteers can assist all the visitors to the gardens. This is so important as the Booth is the regular public face of The Friends .   

The Catering Team and Lois Catchlove the Coordinator have done a great job preparing and serving food and drinks at 40 functions put on by The Friends in the RBG .These were mainly for talks and several seminars and our major fund raising event Artisans which was held in Oct. 250 people attended the opening night party and for the 9 days of the Exhibition morning and afternoon teas were provided. 

Growing Friends led by Margaret Mahoney continues to expand. Earlier in 06 a new team was started on Fridays. This means there are now teams working and selling plants on four days of the week. In Sydney two large Plant Sales were held on weekends in Oct. and March, and at Mount Annan a plant sale was held in March.  A Database is being set up by a volunteer to assist with labeling and stocktaking.

Artisans was held over 10 days in Oct/Nov and was as usual very successful.  Jeni McDermott and the committee worked tirelessly for many months before hand. Many volunteers are needed to run this exhibition. At least 10 volunteers are needed at each half day session. This does not include the Catering side.

New Years Eve- 10 Volunteers assisted in checking tickets and putting wristbands on 2000 people entering the Gardens for the Friends NYE event.

Office Volunteers have assisted in Banking, IT and Front Office duties as well as mail outs and checking memberships. Some volunteers work on a weekly basis and others monthly or as needed.

Watering volunteers have come in during times of no rain and watered old and young trees that had no access to the watering systems in the RBG.

The Book Sale was held in the Maiden Theatre in March. The huge job of collecting and sorting all the books is done by Bruce Fergus and then sold by other volunteers. It was very popular with the staff and the public.

Art Master Classes were held at the Lion Gate Lodge four times this year. Robyn Macintosh continues to do a great job organizing and setting up these classes

Speakers Bureau.  Volunteers have been into the community to speak to various groups about the Friends activities and to promote membership.

Membership Promotion. Ann Rasmussen has attended both Growing Friends Sales to undertake this important task.  Raffle sellers at our main events and information booth volunteers also promote membership. 

A big thank you to all our volunteers. Without all their work we would not be able to raise the much needed funds for the Gardens 

SCHOLARSHIP

No applications were received for the Friends’ Horticultural Scholarship 2005 and so the scholarship money was not set aside for that year.  The Horticultural Scholarship 2006 information package was distributed just prior to the end of the financial year and the response this time has been much improved.
The second year of the Friends Staff Scholarship (2005) saw many new applicants and was awarded to Donna Osland, Paula Found and Hannah McPherson.  It became apparent that the applicants for the staff scholarship were from very diverse areas of the organisation and it was proposed that the Friends consider funding a third Scholarship, known as the Friends Scientific Scholarship in the future.
