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Have you got some interesting data about a plant species that you have never published and still feel slightly guilty about? Perhaps it is part of an honours thesis or a collaborative effort that fizzled out, or just a project that was interesting at the time but you never got round to writing up.

This may be just the opportunity you need.
Cunninghamia is calling for Short Communications. 

We see these as short papers presenting previously unpublished ecological data and observations. Our suggested focus is papers which contribute new data on ecology of individual plant species, groups of species, communities or ecological processes although we are open to other issues. General format should follow Abstract- Introduction-Methods,-Results-Discussion-References
Manuscripts will be refereed to the same standards as full-length papers but will be fast-tracked through typesetting and put on the Cunninghamia website as a pdf as soon as possible after formal acceptance by the Committee, and subsequently included in a hardcopy issue.
The length however is critical. Short Contributions will be limited to a maximum of four (4) Cunninghamia pages in length (about 2-3000 words) including figures and tables though it’s up to you to decide on the mix. They can be shorter of course, but the challenge is to make the maximum use of the limited space
